HISTORY OF IONIA FREE FAIR

In the spring of 1915 Mayor Fred W Green of Tonia called a meeting of the
business and professional men of Ionia. At this meeting plans were discussed for
giving the citizens of the vicinity a fair without any charge at the gate. Fred A-
Chapman was elected secretary and Jesse Smith, treasurer.

With the pledged support of the business men of Jonia to take care of any deficit
that might occur, plans and arrangements were made for the first Jonia Free Fair.
In faet this was the first free fair in the state of Michigan and one of the first free
fairs in the United States.

A carnival company was engaged, concessions were rented and a free program
contracted for in front of the grand stand. The result was that the receipts
amounted to $3,154.95 and the expenditures for 1915 were $3,112.23.

Since that time our race track has been put in first-class condition and a
modern grand stand built and equipped. Many of the old live stock buildings
have been remodeled and new ones erected. The merchants of Jonia have donated
a beautiful merchants’ building. Through the co-operatioh of the Hayes Iomia
Plant and the automobile dealers of Ionia, a modern automobile building has
been made possible. The National Bank of Ionia financed and builded the Na-
tional Bank Live stock building as a monument to the faithful farmers who have
done so much for Ionia County. Through the generosity of the president of the
organization the grounds have been enlarged by the addition of considerable land
north of the old fair grounds.

In 1924 the receipts of the Ionia Free Fair were $40,340.85 while the actual
operating expemses amounted to $27,795.54, the balance being re-invested in re-
pairing and building new buildings. The value of the buildings and improvements
made at the Ionia Free Fair grounds during the past ten years amounts to approxi-
mately $136,000.00. This has been made possible by donations from the business
and, professional men of Jonia, the Hayes Ionia company, the National Bank of
Ionia, the Ypsilanti Reed Furniture company of Ionia and the proceeds from the
Fair,

The 1925 fair will be held August 11th to 15th inclusive. It is the desire of the
officers this year to make this fair fa1 surpass anything that has been presented in
the past ten years.

To the farmer of this vicinity we owe a great debt of gratitude for their splendid
co-operation in the past ten years. Again we dedicate to these faithful tillers of the
s0il, our annual Fair, and ask from them the same hearty co-operation that they
have extend in the past.
